For unity in law enforcement leadership by bringing together Federal, Tribal, state, and local law 
enforcement agencies to create cooperative partnerships 
 

Presented to Tracy Toulou, Director of the Office of Tribal Justice, U.S. Department of 
Justice, for his exemplary work to improve law enforcement throughout Indian country by 
unifying Federal, Tribal, state and local law enforcement entities through refinement of the 
Tribal Law and Order Act and for developing and championing important provisions to 
proposed legislation to strengthen the Violence Against Women Act. 

 
Chief of Police of the Year  
For outstanding leadership of a Tribal police department 
 

Presented to Chief of Police Jason O’Neal, Chickasaw Nation Lighthorse Police 
Department, for his longstanding commitment to forging strong partnerships among Federal, 
Tribal, state and local law enforcement. His efforts have resulted in agreements with multiple 
agencies across the state, including the first agreement between the Oklahoma Bureau of 
Narcotics and Dangerous Drugs and the CNLPD to address drug trafficking in Indian country.  
Chief O’Neal represents Indian country at the state level and serves as a role model for young 
law enforcement officers from all agencies.  He is the first two-time recipient of the NNALEA 
Chief of Police Award.  

 
Excellence in Law Enforcement Training 
For the development and implementation of effective law enforcement training programs  
of the highest standard 
  

Presented to Special Agent Tom Woolworth, in his capacity as Director of the Indian 
Police Academy, in recognition of his tireless efforts and commitment to improve training for 
Tribal law enforcement.  SA Woolworth worked to implement innovative programs and 
initiatives in partnership with Federal, Tribal, state and local governments. 

 
Law Enforcement Professional of the Year 
For outstanding leadership of a law enforcement professional 
 

Presented to Special Agent in Charge Matthew Pryor, Bureau of Indian Affairs, Office of 
Tribal Justice, District V, for his model leadership and deep commitment to Indian country 
law enforcement by promoting multi-agency cooperation on critical law enforcement and 
public safety issues. SAC Pryor was instrumental in introducing cutting edge technological 
advancements in law enforcement investigations throughout his District.
